Poor Navigation

Difficult navigation frustrates Potential visitors 
seeking essential information.

Limitations of  Leadership

Creating the church website came with several 
challenges, which shaped its final design and 
functionality. 



Leadership wanted to ensure the app didn't have 
too many features, which would require more 
maintenance, and that members' privacy was 
secure.

No Church Staff 

The lack of additional paid staff meant limited 
resources.

02 Non-Tech Savvy Volunteers

Some volunteers struggled with technology.

Minimal Volunteers

The number of available volunteers was 
very low.

Limited Availability

Volunteers had full-time jobs, restricting their 
availability.
